Sedion 2.1. Short Title

This Ordinance shall be known, cited and referreasttheSubdivision Ordinance of Surry County,
Virginia, Aor simply as the ASubdivision Ordin

Sedion 2.2. Purpose
Theregulations seforth in this Ordirance are intended to $rve thefollowing purposes.

A. To establish standards and procedures for land subdivision and development in Surry
County, Virginia, as authorized under Title 15.1, Chapter 11, Article 7 of the Code of
Virginia.

B. To protect and pomae the hedth, sdety, and genera welfare.

C. To provide asystem forthe subdividng of lands and theacaurate recording of land
titles.

D. To encourage eaonomnically sound, orérly, and compatide land development pradices
in acordance with the Compehensive Pan, Zoning Ordinancand oher locd policies
andobjectives.

E. To assurethe provision of neeled open spaces and public facility sites in new
land subdivigons through the adication orreservation oflandfor public purposes.

F. To assure equitable review and approval of al subdivisions by providing
uniform procedures andstardardsfor the subdividy.

G. To protect and improve the water quality of the Chesapeake Bay as intended by the
Chesapeake Bay Preservation Act.

H. To promote the efficient use and development of land.

.  To provide adequateoadway, water supplies, sewer services, and other public
facilities.

J. To maintain the integrity and character of Surry County

Sedion 2.3. Intent and Application
Itis the inént of this Qdinance that itwill apply to and povide guidarce for the subdivision of
landswithin theuninoorporated limits of Surry County, Virginia Any land development activity
mustfirst compy with this Ordirance
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ARTICLE Il DEFINITIONS

Sedion 3.1. General Rules of Construction

The languageset forth in the text of this Ordinance shall be interpreted in accordance with the
following rules of construction:

A. Tense and Form.
Words used or defined in one tense or form shall include other tenses or derivative forms.

B. Number.
Words in thesingular number shall include the plural number, and words in the plural
number shall include the singular number.

C. Gender.
The masculine gender shall include the feminine and neuter. The feminine gender shall
include the masculine and neuter. The neutemdgr shall include the masculine and
feminine.

D. Person.
The word "person” includes individuals, firms, partnerships, joint ventures, trusts, trustees,
estates, corporations, associations and any other similar entities.

E. Building.
The word "Building" incudes the word "Structure” and shall be construed as if followed by
the words "or a part thereof".

F. Lot.
The word "Lot" inclractd,esande" voradesl " pl ot ", 0

G. Watercourse.
The word "Watercourse" includes the words "drain," "ditch" '@tdeam".

H. Shall and May.
The words nAshall, o0 fimusto and dwill o are me
duty to comply with the particular provisio

. Time.
The time, within which any aatequired by this Ordinance is to be performed, shall be
computed by excluding the firdaly and including the last day. However, if the last day is a
Saturday or Sunday or a holiday declared by the United States Congress or the
Commonwealth of Virginia, ishall also be excluded. The word "day" shall mean a calendar
day,unless otherwise indicated.

J.  Undefined Terms.
Any words not defined in this Section but defined in the County Zoning Ordinance shall be
interpreted in accordance with the Zoning Ordinabeénition. Any word not defined in
this Ordinance or the County Zoning Ordinance shall be interpreted in accordance with their
normal dictionary meaning and customary usage.
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K.  lllustrations and Tables.
In caseof any difference of meaning or implication between the text of this Ordinance and
any caption, illustration or table, the text shall control. No caption, illustration or table shall
be construed to limit the scope or intent of the text of this Ordinance.

Sedion 3.2. Definitions of Words and Phrases

For the purposes of this Ordinance, the following terms shall have the following meanings:

Abutting. Having a common border with, or being separated from such common border by a
Right-of-Way, Alley orEasement.

Access.The right to cross between public and private property allowing pedestrians and
vehicles to enter and exptoperty

AccessoryAdditional, something extra or complementary.

Access DriveA public or private drive providing vehicular access to and between parking
areas for more than two (2) parking spaces within a Land Development; or any drive
servicing two (2) or more units of occupancy on a single Lot.

Adjacent: Property having @aommon boundary, property located across a street, or property
separated by open space.

Adjoining Lot. A Lot that shares all or part of a common point or line with another Lot.
Agent.The Planning and Zoning Director of Surry County

Agricultural Division. The division of agricultural land into lots or parcels of five (5) acres
or more in area whose principal useoutlined in the definition of agricultural land as that
use is defined in the Surry County Subdivision Ordinance and provided that:

1. No dedication of any streets shall be required to serve any such lots or parcels of
agricultural land so created.

2. The agricultural lots or parcels so created shall not thereafter be further divided into
parcels of less than five acres without being subldi/ in accordance with the
Subdivision Regulations of Surry County.

3. No dwellings shall be permitted unless all subdivision, zoning and health
requirements of the County are met.

These divisions can be approved administratively provided it meets certgna as
outlined in the subdivision ordinance.

Agricultural Land. Land used for any of the following activities conducted for the purpose
of producing an income or livelihood: Crop or forage production; Keeping livestock;
Beekeeping, Nursery, Sod, or Christmas tree production; Floriculture; Aquaculture; Fur
farming; Faest management; Timber Harvesting; Enrolling land in a federal agricultural
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commodity payment program or a federal or state agricultural land conservation payment
program; or Any other use that Surry County, by rule, identifies as an agricultural use.

Alley. A permanent service way providing a secondary means of vehicular access to
abutting properties and not intended for general traffic circulation.

Amended plat:An alteration of a recorded plat or portion thereof which does not involve a
change in property lines. Amendments may include, but are not limited to, name changes
and typographical corrections relating to text, metes and bounds descriptions, coordinate
points, floodplain limits, wetland limits, RPA lines, setback lines, drainage easements,
buffers, incorrectly numbered lots or parcels.

Applicant. A Landowner and/or Developer, as hereinafter defined, including his heirs,
successorsand assigns, who filean application for Subdivision and/or Land Development.

Application for DevelopmentEvery application, whether Preliminary or final, required to
be filed and approved prior tihe startof construction or development, including, but not
limited to, an application for a Building permit, for the approval of a Subdivision Plat or
Plan, or for the approval of a Development Plan.

Approve:To judge and find acceptable.

Arterial Thoroughfare. A street designated as an Interstate, major arterial or minor arterial
thoroughfare on the adopted Thoroughfares Plan of the County.

Average Daily Traffic (ADT).Computed by application of a day of the week by month
factor to an average twentgur (24) hour traffic count. Such information is available in the
latest volume of theVirginia Department of Transportation Traffic Data Collection and
Factor Development Report.

Block. Land surrounded on all sides by Streets (measured at the-dgddy) a other
transportation or utility Rightsf-Way, or by physical barriers such as bodies of water or
public open spaces.

Best Management Practices (BMPsA practice, or combination of practices, that is
determined by a state or designated -aviese planning agency to be the most effective,
practical means of preventing or reducing the amount of pollution generated by nonpoint
sources to a level compatible with water quality goals.

Boundary Adjustment: The adjustment of boundary lines of any twelot parcels that are

not within a division previously approved by the Planning Commission, are proposed to be
relocated or altered without the creation of any additional lots or parcels, and where all
resulting lots meet all applicable requirements ofzbeing and subdivision ordinances; or
where the original lots areonconformingbut are not made more nonconforming by the
adjustmat. This divisioncan be approved administratively provided it meets certain criteria
as outlined in the subdivision ordimze.
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Buffer. A strip of land with Landscaping, fences and/or walls located between two (2) uses,
or between one (1) use and a public RightVay, that is intended to mitigate negative
impacts, such as visual and noise, of the more intense use on thddass use or on the
public Rightof-Way.

Buffer Area. A strip of land within a public Righof-Way which may include Signage,
Street trees, and curbs, gutters, or swales.

Building. Any enclosed or open Structure, other than a boundary wall or feocepying
more than four (4) square feet of area and/or having a roof supported by columns, piers or
walls.

Building, Accessory.A detached, subordinate Building, the use of which is customarily
incidental and subordinate to that of the Principal Bugdimhich is located on the same Lot

as that occupied by the Principal Building. Farm Buildings not intended for habitation are
considered to be Accessory Buildings.

Building, Principal. A Building that is enclosed within exterior walls or firewalls, and is
built, erected and framed of component structural parts. The Principal Building is also
designed for housing, shelter, enclosure and support of individuals, animals or property of
anykind, and isa mainStructure on a given Lot.

Building Line. A line within a lot, so designated on a plat of subdivision, between which
line and the street line of any abutting street, no building or structure may be erected.

Building Setback Line A line within a Lot, designated on a Plan as the minimum required
distance between any Structure and the adjacent Street centerline, cofRMf line as
specified by any applicable zoning ordinance.

Capacity. The maximum number of vehicles that can Bpeeted to pass over a given
section of roadway or on a specific lane.

Chesapeake Bay Preservation Area (CBPAAny land designated by Surry County
pursuant to Part 11l of the Chesapeake Bay Preservation Area Designation and Management
RegulationsVR 173-02-01, and Section 10-2107 of the Code of Virginia. A Chesapeake

Bay Preservation Area (CBPA) shall consist of a Resource Protection Area (RPA) and a
Resource Management Area (RMA).

Clerk. The Clerk of the Circuit Court of Surry County
Collector Sreet. A street designated as a collector on the adopted Thoroughfares Plan of the
County or a street in a proposed subdivision which is intended to collect traffic from the

minor streets within a neighborhood or a portion thereof and to distribute rsdifth to
arterial thoroughfares, in addition to providing access to properties abutting thereon.
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Commission. The Surry County Planning Commission.

Common Area.For residential developments, ownership and maintenance responsibility for
such areas will be held by a homeowners associdglommonarea is not a buildable lot
and a buildable lot cannot be located witail@ommon area.

CommonwealthThe Commonwealthfd/irginia.

Complete applicationA subdivision application providing the entire form and plan or plat,
containing all required application information, including applicable fees.

Comprehensive planAn overall guide tananageSurry County's physical growth adopted
pursuant to the Code of Virginia, 8§ 182223 etseq

Construction plans.A set of drawings and related specifications for the construction of
facilities within or serving a subdivision including, but not limited $treets, water and
wastewater systems, stormwater improvements.

County.Surry County, Virginia.

Crosswalkway. A public way intended for pedestrian use and excluding motor vehicles,
which cuts across a block in order to furnish improved access to adjacent streets or
properties.

Cul-de-Sac. A street with no exit or continuation which has an appropriate tounarfor
safe and convenient traffic movement.

Day. Calendar day, unless otherwise specified in this chapter.

Developer Any Landowner, agent of such Landowner, or tenant with the permission of such
Landowner, including a firm, association, organizatipartnership, trust, company, or
corporation as well as an individual, for whom Subdivision or Land Development Plans are
being or have been made.

Driveway, SharedA collectively owned and maintained driveway within an unobstructed
access easement or htgpf-way of not less than 20 feet in width and constructed of a
compacted surface a minimum depth of three inchesaanmhimum width of twelve feet.

The rightof-way and driveway shall be maintained by adjacent property owners and
guaranteed in writing ith a shared driveway maintenance agreement. This agreement shall
be revised upon any change in ownership and prior to any additional subdivision approval
on lots served by the shared driveway. An erosion and sediment control plan may be
required dependingn square footage of the driveway. No shared driveway may serve more
than four lots unless otherwise approved by the Agent.

EasementA grant by a property owner of the use of land for a specific purpose.
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Engineer. A professional Engineer licensed as such in the Commonwealth of Virginia.

Environmental features:Wetlands, waters of the United States, resource protection areas,
floodplains riparian corridor management areas, and SWM/BMPs.

Family Burial Plot. A burial place for up to 15 persons related by blood or marriage. This
definition does not include cemeteries associated with a place of worship or cemeteries
owned and operated as a business.

Family subdivision A single division of land to create lots or parcels for the purpose of a
sale or gift to a member of the immediate family including their spougeifartitle of the
property owner, including a partition of property owned by immediate family members. An
immediate family member is defined as any person who is a natural or legally defined
offspring, stepchild, spouse, sibling, grandchild, grandpaoemiarent of the owner.

Farmland. All land under common ownership that is primarily devoted to agriculisel
Health Officer. The health officer or sanitarian of Surry County, Virginia.

Home Owners Association (HOA)An association or organization, whether or not
incorporated, which operates under and pursuant to recorded covenants or deed restrictions,
through which each owner of a portion of a subdivision, be it a lot parcel site, unit plot,
condominium, or any otmenterest, is automatically a member as a condition of ownership
and each such member is subject to a charge or assessment foategshare of expense

of the association which may become a lien against the lot, parcel, unit, condominium, or
other inerest of the member.

Intersection. The area embraced within the prolongation of the lateral boundary lines of
two or more streets which join one another at an angle whether or not one such street crosses
the other.

Jurisdiction. The area or territorysubject to the legislative control of the Board of
Supervisors.

Lot. A designated Parcellract or area of land established by a Plat or otherwise as
permitted by law and to be used, developed or built upon as a unit.

Lot, Corner. A Lot situated athe intersection of two (2) or more Streets with Frontage on
two (2) or more adjacent sides.

Lot, Depth.The average horizontal distance between the front and rear lot lines.

Lot, Double Frontage An Interior Lot with front and rear Street Frontage, hgehicular
access occurs on either Street
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Lot, Flag. A Parcel of land created by a Subdivision or partition which includes a narrow
projection or "Flagpole" to the public Righf-Way.

Lot, Interior. A Lot whose side Lot Lines do not abut upon any Street.

Lot, Reverse FrontageAn Interior Lot with front and rear Street Frontage, where vehicular
access occurs on only the Street of lesser intensity

Lot Frontage. That portion of a Lot Abutting on th8treet Rightof-Way and regarded as
the front of the Lot.

Lot Line. A property boundary line of any Lot held in single or separate ownership, except
that where any portion of the Lot extends into the Abutting Street or Alley, the Lot Line
shall be deemette Street or Alley line.

Lot of Record Any lot within a subdivision, a plat of which has been recorded in the Office
of the Clerk of the Circuit Court f@urryCounty.

Lot Width. The horizontal distance between the side lot lines measuredfedrihbuilding
setback line.

Minor Street. A street other than an arterial thoroughfare or collector street and intended
primarily for providing low volume traffic access to abutting properties of lirmted
umber.

Open Space Land to be provided or presed for park or recreational purposes,
conservation of land or other natural resources.

Owner. Any person, group of persons, firm(s), corporation(s), or any other legal entity
having legal title to the land that is seeking to subdivide land under this chapter.

Parcel.Land not part of éot-subdivision

Parcel Split. A division of one parcebr lot of land into twoparcels or lotgprovided that
each lot shall have a rigof-way for ingress and egress of at least 20 feet.

Parent Parcel.The residual or remainder property of an original parcel from which land is
divided.

Peculiarly-shaped.Elongated or unusual shapes added to a proposed lot or parcel, other
than for access which would be unusable for normal purposes and is added solely to provide
necessary square footageanta

Performance Bond/GuaranteeA bond, escrow, letter of creditash deposit, or other
performance guarantee approved by the Agent or Planning Commission, in the amount
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equal to the full cost of improvements required by these regulations and providing for
completion of said improvements within a definite periotiroe.

Phase, subdivisionA numerically identified division of a preliminanyiat that outlines a
portion of the geographical boundaries of a proposed residential development.

Plans review teamAuthorized staff representing various departments of ien which
review applications submitted under this chapter, including but not limited to, the
departments of environmental engineering, fire, planning, transportation and utilities, and
the state departments of transportation and health.

Planning Commission. The Surry County Planning Commission.

Plat. The map or Plan of a Subdivision or Land Development, whether preliminary or final.

Plat, Final. A diagram or map of a subdivision (drawn to scale and showing all tracts,
parcels, and lots togethaith all data essential to the description of the elements shown

thereon whi ch can be | egally recorded in the

Preliminary plat. A plan indicating the proposed layout of a development together with
related information that is submittedttee county for preliminary approval.

Primary Highway. A highway designated as a Virginia Primary Highway or U.S. Highway
by the Virginia Department of Transportation.

Property.Any tract, lot orparcel,or several of the same collected together for the purpose
of subdividing.

Property Owner AssociationPlease refer tthe definition of Home Owner Association.

Public Hearing. A formal meeting held pursuant to Public Notice, intended to inform and
obtain public comment, prior to taking action

Public Notice.When a required by right use application is submittedtace published in a
newspaper of general circulation in theuvcipality. Such notice shall state the time and
place of the hearing and the particular nature of the matter to be considered at the hearing.

RedevelopmentPublic and/or private investment made tecreate the fabric of an area by
renovating previously developed land. Replacing, remodeling, or reusing existing Buildings
and Structures to accommodate New Development.

Residential. Referring to a place diving or abode whether for single family or multi
family accommodation.

Resource Management Aredhe component of the Chesapeake Bay preservation area not
classified as a resource protection area. The resource management area includes floodplains,
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highly erodible soils, including steep slopes, highly permeable soilstigdenwetlands and
hydric soils not included in the resource protection area, and other areas and lands deemed
necessary to protect the quality of state waters.

Resource ProtectiorArea. The component of the Chesapeake Bay preservation area
comprised of lands at or near the shoreline li@aé an intrinsic water quality value due to

the ecological and biological processes that they perform or are sensitive to impacts which
may reslit in significant degradation to the quality of state waters. The resource protection
area includes tidal wetlands, ntidal wetlands connected by surface flows and contiguous

to tidal wetlands or tributary streams, tidal shores, and other areas anddierdsd
necessary to protect the quality of state waters.

Right-of-Way. The total width of any land reserved or dedicated as a Street, Alley or
Pedestrian Way, or for any other public or private purpose.

Roadway. The portion of a street or highwayailable for and intended for use by motor
vehicle traffic; generally the paved portion of the street.

Runoff. The surface water discharge and rate of discharge of a given Watershed after a full
rain or snow that does not enter the soil but runs ofétiniace of the land.

Secondary Highway A highway designated as a Virginia Secondary Highway by the
Virginia Department of Transportation.

Service Drive. A minor street which is parallel to a major thoroughfare, and which
provides access to abuttingoperties and restricts access to the major thoroughfare.

Stream. A body of running water flowing in a channel on the surface of the ground, and not
wholly dependent on surface water in its own immediate vicinity.

Street. An existing or platted righof-way dedicated for the use of the general public, or
portions thereof, and built for acceptance into Yheginia Department of Transportation
Highway System. A Streathall provide vehicular and pedestrian accesbd@roperty for

all purposes of travelransportationand/or parking to which it is adopted, devoted, or
dedicated. The term is synonymous withad lane, drive, avenue, highway, roadway,
thoroughfare, or any other term of like or common meaning.

Street, Private. Any road, street, highway, oother routeof vehicular access (not
maintained by the Virginia Department of Transportation or any other public agency) to any
parcel of land, regardless of ownership.

Street, Public. A dedicated rightf-way, the principal means of access to abutting
properties, which is incorporated within the Virginia Department of Transportation highway
system, or is a proposed addition to such system, plans for which have been approved and
bonds for the improvement aofhich have been posted in accordance with provisions
elsewhere in this ordinance.
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Street Width. The horizontal distance between street lines measured perpendicular to the
streetcenterline

Setback.The minimum distance by which any structure must be separated from the right of
way line or other designated line.

Storm Water.Water that surfaces, flows, or collects during and subsequent to rain or
snowfall.

Stormwater management (SWMeasuredakento mitigate the impact of stormwater on
the hydrologic cycle resulting from changes to the landscape which occur when land is
developed.

Subdivide.To divide a parcel of land into smaller parcels or lots for the purpose, either
immediate or futurefor transfer of ownership or building development.

Subdivider.Any person or entity who subdivides land.

Subdivision. Any land that is dividedresubdividedor proposed to be divided into two or
more lots, parcels, sites, units, plots, or other division of land for the purpose, whether
immediate or future for transfer of ownership for offer, sale, lease, or development either on
the installment plan or uponnw and all other plans, terms, and conditions.
"Subdivision" includes the division or development land whether by deed, metes and bounds
descriptiondeviseand testacy, lease, map, plat or other recorded instrument.

Subdivision application. Any application pursuant térticle V of this chapter. This shall
include, but not be limited to, the following application types: preliminary plat, construction
plan,and final plat.

Subdivision, Major.Division of a parent tract of land into more tHare (5) lots.

Subdivision, Minor.Division of a parent tract of land into five (5) lots or less.

Tidal shore.Land contiguous to a tidal body of water lying between the mean low water
level and the mean high water level.

Transportation, department ofThe Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT).

Yard. An open space on a lot, other than a court, unoccupied and unobstructed from the
ground upward.

Yard, Front. An open space on the same lot as a structure, between the extreme front wall

line of the structure (excluding steps) and the front lot or street line and extending the full
width of the lot.
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Yard, Side An open space on the same lot as a structure, between the extreme side wall line
of the structure (excluding steps) and the side lintn@ lot, extending from the front yard
line to the rear lot line. This applies to both sides of the structure.

Zoning Ordinance. The Zoning Ordinance of Surry County, Virginia including all
amendments thereto.
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ARTICLE IV APPLICATION OF THE REGULAT IONS

Sedion 4.1. Subdividing Land

After the adopion of this Ordinarce no trad of land within the unincorporated limits ddurry
County shall be subdividedvithout prior approval from the Countyin accordance with this
Ordinance

No plat of aSubdivisionshall bereoorded by the Surry County Clerk of Circuit Cournless ithas
first been approved in compiance with the regulations ofthis Ordinarce

Sedion 4.3. Useof a Plat

Thetrander of title or sale of land by reference to aplat ofasubdivison that las not keen approved
by Surry Countyand properly recorded in compiance with the regulations set fdh in this
Ordinarce is prohibited and shall not be remgnized or qualified as a Subdivion undr this
Ordinarce.

Sedion 44. Erection of Buildings

No buildng permit shall beissued and no buiding stal be erected onany subdivided lot within
Surry Countyunless that lotegally existed prior to the enadment of these Regulations, orunless
that lotshall first havebeen created inaccordance with theregulations seforth in this Ordinarce
Sedion 45. Dedication of Land and Facilities

No land orfacilities shall be dedicated to Surry Countyfor public ownership oruse unless that
dedication is maden accordance with theregulations seforth in this Ordinarce
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ARTICLE V PLATS AND PLATTING

DIVISION 5.1. GENERAL PROCESS

Section5.1.1. Subdivision Approval Required

Except as provided in Article VI, section6.2, any developer/subdivicer desiring to subdividea trad
of land situated within Surry Courty shell cause a preliminary plat of the proposed subdivisionto
bemadeand skl submitthe same for approva pursuant to the tems of this Ordinance

Section5.12. Procedure for subdivision approval

A. Following is a summary of the approval procedure for subdivisions:

1. Preliminary Sketch. Before the preparation of any preliminary plat, the
developer/subdivider may, if he so chooses, submit to the Agent a preliminary
sketch. The purpose of the preliminary sketch is to permit the Agent to advise the
developer/subdivider in general whethes hplans are in accordance with the
requirements of thi©rdinanceand to assure that the applicant is made aware of
applicable requirements of existing ordinances and applicable amendments which
are pending.

2. Preliminary Plat. All proposed lot subdivisions, except minor subdivisions, must
submit a preliminary plat for approval. An overall conceptual plan shall be submitted
in conjunction with the preliminarglatif required by this chapter.

3. Construction Plan. Construction @ns, where required, shall be the first step in the
final plat process. For residential lot subdivisions, construction plans may be
submitted after a preliminary plat is approved. For a minor subdivision, construction
plans may be submitted in conjunctiwith the initial final plat review.

4. Final Plat. Final plats are required for all previously unrecorded lot subdivision
plats, parcel plats, amended or line modificaptats and minor subdivision plats.

5. Recordation. After the Agent has approved the final plat, the subdivider shall file
the plat for recordation in the Clerkos
within sixty days after approvabtherwise the approval shall become null and void
unless an extesion of time is applied for and granted by the Agent. Once the final
plat has been recorded, lots or parcels in the subdivision may be sold.

6. Changes.No change or erasure or revision shall be made on any preliminary or final

plat, nor on any accompanyimgta sheets unless authorization for such change has
been granted in writing by the Agent.
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DIVISION 5.2. THE PRELIMINARY PLAT

Sedion 5.2.1 Purposeof Preliminary Plat

C. Nothingcontained in paragraphs A.and B. shall require approval of afina plat in less
than sixty (60) days.
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Section6.8. Preliminary Plat Approval T Limitations.
The approval of the preliminary plat by the Commission oAgent does notguarantee the approval

of the final plat and daes not constitute approva or acceptance of the subdivision nor
autharization to proceed with constuction orimprovements within thesubdivision.

Section6.9. When Plat May be Disapproved.

If at any stage of the approval processit is determined that a proposed subdivisionwould constitute
a nuisnce adanger to publichedth, safety or generd welfare, approval may be denied.

Section6.10. Notice of Approval or Disapproval.

The developer/'subdivicer shall be notified of the approval or disapproval of the plat. The
spedfic reasonsfor disapproval and suggestionsfor modificaions or corredions as will pemit
approval shal begiven. Thenotificaion of approval or disapprova may be written on the face of
theplat or contained in aseparae document.

Section6.11. Appeals.

A. Any personaggrieved by any decision of the Agent may, within thirty (30) cdendar days
of such decision, apped to and have a detemmination made by the Planning Commissian

B. ThePlanningCommissionmay approve denyor modify the appeal uponreview of the

facts and findings at a regulaly scheduled meding within sixty (60) cdendar days from
the date of such appeal.

C. Disapprovali If the Planning Commissiodisapproves @lat and the subdivider contends

that the disapproval was not properly based on the ordinance applicable thereto, or was

arbitrary or capriciousthe subdividermay appeal to th&oard of Supervisorsvithin 60
days of the written disapproval by tRéanning Commissian

D. Disapproval If the Board of Supervisors disapproveslat and the subdivider contends

that the disapproval was not properly based on the ordinance applicable thereto, or was
arbitrary or capricioughe subdividemay appeal to the Surry County Circuit Court and the
court shall hear and determine the case as soon as may be, provideelappeal is filed

with the Circuit Court within 60 days of the written disapproval by the Board of Supervisors
or other Agent.

Falureto Act i If the Agent or theBoard of Supervisor&ils to ad on aplat within
sixty(60) days after it is officially submited for approval, or within forty-five (45) days
after it has been officialy submited for approval after a previous dispproval or within
thirty-five (35) days of recapt of any agency response ptsuant to Sedion 15.2-2259B of
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the Codeof Virginia, the ceveloper/subdivicer, after ten (10) days written notice tothe
Board of Supervisor®r Agent may petition the Circuit Court of Surry County to
dedde whether the plat should orshould not bepproved.

Section6.12. Reserved for futureuse.

Section6.13.  Permits Required: Saleof L ots Prohibit ed.

Pemits or other licenses required for the constuction of any building, structure or other
improvement shell not be issed prior to approval of thefinal plat and until the requirements of
this adinance have been complied with.

No lot within the subdivsionshall be soldand tranderred prior to approva of thefina plat and
recordation of the same pursuant to thetemms ofthis adinance.

Section6.14. Maintenance of Private Str eds, Easements, Facilities, or Other | mprovements.

In the event streets in a subdivisionare not condructed to meet the standards for inclusionin the
secondary system of state highways, the subdivisionplat and deed of dedication to which such plat

is attached, shall in addition to the engineer's or surveyor's certificate include a stat€éheent.
streets or roads in this division do not meet state highway standards and are not intended for
inclusion in the system of state highways. Roads or streets will not be maintained by the department
of transportation or the county and are not eligible fgal addition funds or any other funds
appropriated by the General Assembly and allocated by the Commonwealth Transportation Board.
The developer and/or property owners will iesponsible to providehe full cost of building the

road to the standard required for acceptance into the state secondary system. It shall be the
responsibility of the developer and/or property owners to maintain the private road(s) or street(s)
shown on this plat." Grantorg any lots to which such statement applies must hereafter include the
statement on each plat and deed of conveyance thereof. The board of supervisors shall approve the
names of private roads and the county shall assign house numbers for emergency purposes.

The plat shall be signed by the owners, proprietors, and trustee, if any, and shall be duly
acknowledged before some officer authorized to takmowledgmentsf deeds and iaddition the
following shall apply:

a. Restrictive Covenant. The deed to eactractin a private road subdivision shall carry a
restrictive covenant to the effect that the roads in the subdivision are private in nature shall
not be maintained by the Virginia Department of Transportation or other public road agency
and that the matenance and improvement thereof shall be the mutual obligation of the
landowners in the subdivision abutting landowners shall not be taken into the State
Secondary System unless and until the abutting landowners shall have constructed and
dedicated the prate roads in accordance with the latest Virginia Department of
Transportation road and bridge specifications, and thereafter the Board of Supervisors of
Surry county shall have recommended that said road be taken into the State Secondary
System of Highways.
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b. Affidavit of Buyer. No deed to a tract of land in a private road subdivision shall be
recorded unless the same carries an affidavit duly signed and acknowledged by the grantee in
said deed to the effect that he acknowledges that the roads in said subdivision are private
roads and shall not be maintained or improved by the Virginia Department of Transportation
or other public roacdhgencyand that it isthe mutual dutyand obligationof the abutting
landowners to maintain and improve the roads in said subdivision.

In the event private streds in the subdivisionare constucted to standards for inclusion in the
semndary system of state highways but are not dedicated for public ug, but are tobe naintained
privately, then the developer/subdivicer shell record in the land records a dedaration, which shall
be referred to in the chain of title of ead lot, addressinglegally binding responsibilities for the
patties who are responsible for constuction, repair, and maintenance, including snow
removal, and al pertinent details, for such private streds.

All privately ownedvater, sewer systems and other facilitie®r improvementsvithin a subdivision

must be approved by the Board of Supervisors. Additionally, the Board may impose reasonable
conditions to ensure the loitgrm operation, maintenance and solvency of the operator. These
conditions may be in addition to any other conditions imposed bstdte regulating authority. All

public sewer and water utility services shall be publicly owned and operated by a government
agency unless otherwise approved by the Board of Supervisors.

Sedion 6.15. Forms and Instructions

Application formsand instructions forpreparing and processng platsand plans in @cordance
with theseRegulationsare periodicdly updated. Current copies of these forms and inguctions
are available uponrequest fromtheC o u n Plgnrdngand Zoning Department

Sedion 6.16. Penalties

The Planning and Zoning Directonay invoke any lawful process, such as injunction or abatement,

as may be necessary to prevent, restrain, correct or abate any violation of this chapter or applicable
conditions. In addition, any person violating the following provisions of this chapsdr lse

subject to a judicially imposed fine in the appropriate coliet feefor each lot or parcel of land so
subdivided or transferred or sold:

a. Subdividing land without making and recording a plat of the subdivision or without fully
complying with theprovisions of the subdivision ordinance and all applicable
conditions;

b. Recording a subdivision that has not been submitted to or approved by the local planning
commission, the governing body or its duly authorized agent; or

c. Selling or transferring any land of a subdivision befopdadhas been duly approved

and recorded as provided in this chapter unless the subdivision was lawfully created
prior to the adoption of the subdivision ordinance.
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The description of such lot grarcel by metes and bounds in the instrument of transfer or other

document used in the process of selling or transferring shall not exempt the transaction from such
penalties or from the remedies herein provided.

Sedion 6.17. Amendments

This ordinance may be amended in whole or in part by the Governing Body provided that
any such amendment shall either originate with or be submitted to the Planning Commission for
recommendatignand further provided that no such amendmentl sfeabhdopted without a public

hearing having been held by the Planning Commission and secondly the Governing Body. Notice

of the time and place of the public hearings shall be in accordance with the provisions of Section
152-22040f the Virginia Code.
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ARTICLE VI LEGAL STATUS PROVISIONS

Sedion 7.1. Conflicts

It is not intended by this ordinance to interfere with, or abrogate or annul any easements,
covenants, or other agreement between parties, provided, however, where this Ordinance
imposes agreater restriction upon the use of buildings or premises or imposes additional
standards, or requires additional improvements or larger open spaces than are imposed or required
by other resolutions, ordinances rules, regulations, or by easemen&)amtsy or agreements,

the provisions of this Ordinance shall govern, but further provided that where there is or appears
to be conflict between the provisions of this ordinance and the Zoning Ordinance of Surry County
the provisions of the Zoning Ordinee shall govern.

A. State or Federal Regulations

If the provisions of this Ordinance are inconsistent with those of the state or federal
government, the more restrictive provision governs. Regardless of any other provision of
this Ordinance, no land may loeeveloped or used, and no structure may be erected or
maintained, in violation of any state or federal regulation.

B. Public Provisions.

This Ordinance is not intended to interfere with, abrogate, or annul any other ordinance,
rule or regulation, statutey other provision of law except as provided in this Ordinance.
Where any provision of this Ordinance imposes restrictions different from those imposed
by any other provision of this Ordinance or any other ordinance, rule or regulation, statute,
or otherprovision of law, the provision that is more restrictive or imposes higher standards
shall control.

C. Private Provisions.

This Ordinance is not intended to abrogate any Easement, covenant, or other private
agreement or restriction, provided that where ghavisions of this Ordinance are more
restrictive or impose higher standards or regulations than such Easement, covenant, or
other private agreement or restriction, the requirements of this Ordinance shall govern.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, no easermecovenant, or other private agreement or
restrictions shall be approved or recorded unless it is consistent with the provisions of this
Ordinance.

Sedion 7.2. Severability

If any part or provision of this Ordinance or the application of this Ordinance to any person or
circumstances is adjudged invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be
confinedin its operation to the part, provision or application directly involved in the controversy in
which the judgment shall be rendered. It shall not affect or impair the validity and continued
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enforcement of any other parts or provisions of this Ordinantee application of them to other
persons or circumstances. It is hereby declared as the intent of the Governing Body of Surry
County, Virginia, that this Ordinance would have been adopted if such provision has not been
included herein.

Sedion 7.3. Effedive Date
Theseregulations shall be irfiull force and effective onthe 1% day of November 2016 Following its
adopion and shall apply to any traa of land which is proposd to be subitided as of and after the

effedive date of these Regulationsand for any tract for which a Preliminary Plat has notarealy
been approved, for so longas the Ordinance remainsin effed.

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ARTICLE VIII General Requirements minimum standards of
design & Improvements

Division 8.1. General Requirements

Sedion 8.11. Conformity to applicable requirements

All subdivision plats and plans shall be in full compliance with the provisithi®thapterand
the following, asapplicable:

1. The provisions of the Code of Virginia 1522407 15.22279

2. The Code of Virginia, title 32.1 (Health), Chapter 12 of the Code and the requirements of
the state health department relating to any subdivision that is not served by mpusied
to be served by a public water or public wastewater system.

3. The requirements of VDOT, including, but not limited to, access control, rights of way
dedication, and construction of mitigating street improvements.

4. Surry Count y 6 s,AdiaderB;Seaon @ IChesapeake Bay Preservation. Area

5. Other applicable laws, ordinanceslicies and requirements.

Sedion 8.12. Mutual responsibility and Suitability of Land

There is a mutual responsibility between the subdivider and Surry County to divide the land in such
a way as tansurethe best general use pattern of the land being subdivided, and to avoid adverse
impact on other propertiesSThe agent and board of supisors shall not approve the subdivision of

land if, from adequate investigations conducted by all necessary public agencies concerned, it has
been recommended that such land is not suitable for the purpose intesmaiddubject to flooding,
improper or nadequate drainage or erosion, if developed as proposed, and any land deemed
unsuitable for development due to steep slopes, unsuitable soils, subsurface conditions or other
undesirable properties, shall not be subjected to development as a lot witlthdiassen for any

uses that shall or may create or continue such conditions or increase danger to health, safety, life, or
property. In particular, no land identified as unbuildable area or land within any delineated
floodways shall be included within tHguildable Area of any Subdivision or included within any

Lot of a Subdivision. In addition, no undisturbed buffer that is required by any of the local
development codes and ordinances in order to protect the health, safety and welfare of the
community shll be included or within any Lot proposed for a Subdivision for any development.
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Furthermore, a subdivision shall not be approved if it contains building lots which are not suitable
for development for one or more of the following reasons as suwiotlivision may endanger the
health, safety, property, and welfare of the persons building and utilizing the lot or other properties
or adversely impact the water quality of the Chesapeake Bay

1. Wetlands as defined in the Virginia Wetlands Act or any lsmoject to periodic flooding
shall not be subdivided in such a way as to provide sites for residential occupancy nor for
any other use which might involve danger to health, life, or property, or aggravate the flood
hazard, and any such land within the megd subdivision whether it beithin a lot or
reserved for common use of subdivision occupants shall be restricted against buildings or
otherwise reserved for uses which will not be endangered by periodic or occasional
inundation. Tansuresufficient buldable land which is flood free, the Agent may require the
subdivider to provide elevation and flood profiles sufficient to demonstrate the land to be
free of the danger of flood waters.

2. A plat for the subdivision of land with poor drainagegxcessiveslope or other adverse
physical conditions will be considered for approval only if the subdivider agreesin
writing to make whatever improvements are necessary,in the judgment of the Agent,
to render the land acceptablefor development.

3. Where onsite sewage disposal systems are proposed, a soils report stating the
suitability of the land for such systemsshall accompany an application for
preliminary approval.

Sedion 8.13. Differences In Ordinances

Whenever there is a diference between minimum dandards orrequiremerts under the regulations
setforth in this Ordinarce and thosecontaired in any applicable zoningregulations,development
regulations,building codes or oher ordinarces orregulations, the mostestrictive shallapply.

Sedion 8.14. Conformance

In addition to the regulations found in this Ordinance, all land development activity within the
County shall comply with the Couriy€omprehensive Plaithe Countyd Zoning Ordinancethe
Countyd &rosion and Sediment Control Ordinanaad all other applicable local, Commonwealth,

or federal ordinances and regulations.

Sedion 8.15. Compliance with the Chesapeake Bay Preservation Act

Subdivisions proposed for sites within a Chesapeake Bay Preservation Area shall comply with
applicalbe requirements of the Zoning Ordinance for Surry County, Article8tion 3, Chesapeake

Bay Preservation District. A proposed subdivision of land shall not be approved if the Agent has
determined that the subdivision is intended to or would result in the circumvention of the
requirements of the Chesapeake Bay Preservation Act. Lots algalfcrecord, as the date of
adoption of this Ordinance, whidrelocated within a Chesapeake Bay Preservadi@a,are not
exempted from the requirements of Article 3, section 3 of the Zoning Ordinance for Surry County.
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Sedion 8.1.6. Homeowner Assaiation Requirements

1.

All subdivisions with more than three lots or units that contain private streets, drainage
facilities not in public streets, common walls, open space or any other common area or
facility shall provide for a Homeowners Association,

All subdivisions required to have Homeowners Associations shall convey ownership of
all private streets, drainage facilities not in public streets, drainage easements, common
walls, open space or any other common area or facility to the Homeowners Associat

The Homeowners Associations may not subsequently subdivide any open space area
unless a final plat is approved by Surry County Bound of Supervisors and the plat
recorded in with the Surry County Clerk of Circuit Court.

Homeowners Associations must brganized and incorporated under the provisions of
code of Virginia Property Owners Association 8¢65508516.2 ,

The Homeowners Association documents shall be recorded within 10 days of recording
the initial Final Plat and in legal existence priordonveyance of a lot or unit in the
development.

A copy of the recorded Homeowners Association documents shall be submitted to the
Director within 10 days of recording to be placed in the Record File of the subdivision.

The Homeowners Association documeshall require the following:
a. Membership shall be mandatory for each original purchaser and each successive

purchaser of a lot or unit in the subdivision.

b. The Homeowners Association shall have the authority to levy assessments against its
members or anjot or unit owners in the development for the cost of operation and
maintenance, improvement and repair of all common areas or areas and facilities
owned by the association which benefits its members.

c. Assessments levied by the Homeowners Association ah@aid shall constitute a
lien onthe lotof the owner.

d. The Homeowners Association shall be responsible for the maintenance of all private
streets, drainage facilities not in public streets, common walls, open space or any
other common or private areafacility in the subdivision.

e. The Homeowners Association shall be responsible for the maintenance and payment
of premiums for liability insurance for the Association.

f. The Homeowners Association shall be responsible for the payment of any ad valorem
taxeslevied on property or facilities titled to the Association.

g. The Homeowners Association shall be responsible for the payment of any public or
private improvements made to or for the benefit of the common areas or facilities for
which the association owns lbas maintenance responsibility.
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Division

8.2. DESIGN STANDARDS

Sedion 8.21. General

A.

Substandardubdvisions. An existing subdivison which is notin conformity with this
ordinance may be resubdivided and redeveloped (in whole or in part) by the owner of
any group of contiguous lots. Every such resubdivison shall conform to the
provisions of this Ordinance and any other applicable locd ordinances. |If, in the
opinion of the Planning Commissiontotal compliance is impradicd, the Planning
Commission may approve a resubdivision which is not in compliance with the
provisions of this Ordinance if such resubdvision will conform more closely to the
existing local ordinances than does the subsindard subdivision. Any exception so
autharized shall be set forth in a written statement by the Planning Commission
detailing the reasonfor the exception andfiled as an addendum with thefinal plat.

. Grandfathered Subdvisions. Existing subdivisionswhich have been approvedy the

Goveming Body shal be consicered to conform with this subdivisionordinance
unlessand until such existing subdivisionshall be resubdivided or redeveloped in suwch a
manner as would subgd such subdivision to thismlinance

Easments. The Agent shall require easements of twenty (20) fed minimumin width

on ead side of the centerline of the easement be provided for water, sawer, power,
telephore, and other utiliti es, as well as cable television servicelines in the subdivision
unless spedficaly exempted by the agent. Such eaements shall be laid out so as to
ensure continuity for utilities from block to block and to adjacent properties. Such
utility easement shall be kept free of permanent structures and whenever possibleshall
be lccated adjacent to property lines. Nothingin this sedion is intended to prohibit the
placement of public utiliti es within dedicaed right-of-ways. The Agent may require
that eassementsfor drainage through adjoining property be provided by the subdivier.

Sedion 8.22. Improvementsi General Requir ements.

A.

Installation costs. Generdly, all required improvements shall be instaled at the
expense of the developer/subdivicer. Constuction of such improvements shall be
subed to review and acceptance by the Governing Body.

Bonding requirements. The Agent shall require the bonding of al private steds
and all improvements to be dedicaed to public u®. The dveloper/subdivicer shall,
prior to recordation of the final plat, comdy with any bonding requirement by one of
thefollowing procedures:

i. Provide certificaion, suppated by documentation, to the Agent that the

constuction costs of improvements have been pad to the person
constucting such improvements.
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(2) Furnish to the Agent a cettified ched in the amount of the estimated cost of
constuction; or a bond, with suety satisfactory to the Agent, in an amount
suficient for and conditiored upon theconstuction of uch improvements; ora
contrad for the constuction of such improvements with thecontradorés band,
with suety.

(3) Furnishto the Agent a bank or savings and loan assaiationés letter of credit on
certain designated funds satisfactory to the Agent as to the kank or savings
and loan assaiation, the amount of credit and theform thereof.

The amount of such cettified ched, cash escrow, bond or letter of credit
shall not exceal the totl of the estimated cost of constuction based on unit
prices for new public or private sector constuction in the Iadity and a
reasoreble alowance for estimated administative cods, inflation, and poential
damage to existing roadsor utiliti es.

C. Compktion Dates for Bonded Improvements. The developer/subdivider shall set a dete,
subgd to the approval of the Agent, for the completion of the improvements boncded
heran. If the improvements are not completed by this completion date, and no new
completion date has been approved by the Planning Commission,the Agent may
proceead with the completion of the imgovementsby cdling the bond d.

D. Partial Releaseof Bond. After the completion of at least thirty percent (30%) of the
improvements required to be constucted under a bondor other performance guarantee
described in sedion 8.22 B., the developer/subdivicer may give written notice of
partial completion to the Agent and request a partial release of such bond or
performance guarantee A partial release shall be granted within thirty (30) days after
receipt of such notice unless prior to the expiration of the thirty (30) day period the
Agent has notified the developer/subdivider in writing of spedfic defeds or
deficiencies in constuction and of sugested corredive measures, or of nomecept of
approval by an applicéble state agency. The Agent shell not be required to exeaute
more than three (3) periodic partia releases in any twelve (12) month period nor be
required to make periodic partial releases which in a cumulative amount equal more
than eighty percent (80%) of the origina amount for which the bond performance
guarantee was taken.

E. Final Compkte Releaseof Bond. After the completion of all improvementsrequired
by this Ordinance to be constucted under a bond or other performance
guarantee described in sedion 8.22 B., the developer/subdivicer shall give written
notice of completion to the Agent and request thefinal complete release of any bond
or other performance guarantee The Agent shall within thirty (30) days after receipt
of such documentation accept the improvements or natify the developer/subdivickr,
in writing of spedfic defeds or deficiencies in constuction and of suggested
corredive measures, or of norreceipt of approva by applicable state agency. If no
action is taken by the Agent within thirty (30) days the request shall be deemed
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approved and accepted, and final complete release of the bond or other performance
guarantee granted to thedeveloper /subdivicer.

F. Compktion and Aceptance of Bonad Improvements.

(1) For the purposes of sections 8.22 D. and 8.22 E., a certificae of partial or fina
completion of such improvements from either aduly licensed professioral engineer
or land suveyor, as defined in and limited to Title 54.1 of the Virginia Code, or
from a department or agency designated by the Agent may be accepted by the
Agent without further inspedion of suich improvements.

(2) For the pupose offinal relesse the érm i eceptanced  deened to mean: when
said improvement is accepted by the Courty or accepted by and taken over for
operation and maintenance by a state agency, local government department or
agency, or other public autharity which is responsiblefor the @eration and
maintenance of such improvement uponaaceptance.

Sedion 8.23. Streams, Drainage, and Erosion Control.

A. Streams. When any strean is locaed within the boundaries of a property
being subdiviced, the developer/subdivider shall reserve a fifty (50) foot wide
buffer zone (measued from the bank of the strean) on each side of the
stream.

If astrean lies outsidethe subdivisionbourdary and the property being subdividd
is locaed less than fifty (50) fee from the bank of the steam, the
developer/subdivider shell reserve as a bufer zone whatever portion of the
subdiviced property lies within fifty (50) feet of the stream measured from the
strean bank.

No residential structure or assaiated outbuilding shall be pemitted within this
buffer zoneand such buffer zone slall not be consiceral part of any required sred
width.

B. Drainage. All subdivision plans shall include adequate provisidos surface
drainage The drainagelanshould include storm drains, culvertisainageways or
other works necessary to collect and dispose of surface and storm water originating
on or flowing across the subdivision, in order to prevent inundatiordanhge to
streets, lots, and buildingsFor drainage purposs, adequate essements no less
than ten (10) feet wide shall be reserved over each man made drainage course.

C. Erosionand Sediment Control Plan and Stornwater Management Improvements.
All subdivision plans shall include adequate provision for control of temporary flpoding
erosion and sediment contrahd stormwater managemedubth during construction and
after completion of construction in accantewith applicable laws and ordinance&n
erosion and sedimentation control plan must be submitted and approvedstaetate
construction.
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Sedion 8.24. Central Water and SewerSystems

Central water and sewer systems shall med all the requirements of the Virginia Codeand the
regulations promulgated by the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality and the Virginia
Department of Hedth. When a subdivisiorcontains any lot lessthan oneacte in size and the land
does not have accessto public water and sewer, then the developer shell constuct both acentra
water system and a central sewer system. When a subdivisioncontains any lot at least one aae,
but lessthan two (2) aaes in size, the developer/subdivider shall constuct either a central water
system or a central sewer system.

Section8.25. Water Facilities

Where a public water system exists within 2,000 feet of a promg®tivisionfor which a central
water system is required by SectiBr24, those services shall lextended to all lots within the
subdivision,including fire hydrantsinstalled by thesubdivider in accordance with the design
standards and specificat®rior water, construction, and improvements Burry County and
meeting the requirements die Virginia Code and the regulations promulgated by the Virginia
Department of Environmental Quality and the Virginia Department of Hedth, and the approval of
theagent. Every subdivision for which a central water system is required by Seé@&nshall be
supplied by the subdivider with a complete water supply and distribsywtem equal or superior
to the public water systerthe distance specified herein BH# measured in a straight line from
the nearest boundary of the proposed subdivision to the nearest available line.cAostaliction
may have to be along a more indirect route.

Section8.26. Individual Wells

Where a central water system is mequired, lots may be served by individual wabeslls
provided they meehe currentVirginia Department of HealtBtandards. Where tHet density of
the areas such that shallow (surface water) wells may be more than the surface water degply,
(drilled) wells may be required.

Section8.27. Sewer Facilities

treatment system; individual septic tanks will not be permitted.

B. Any lot for which an individual septic system is allowed must coradif0%approved
reserve area for the systemtainfield

C. All sewer facilities allowed must meet current Health Department regulations and design
criteria.
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Section8.28. Individual Sewer Systems

No subdivision plat shall be approved where central sewers aneroxatded, unlessthe Health

Officer approveseach platted lot thereon for the installation of individsabtic tanks and
drainfields or some other approved-site sewage disposal systewhich will not create hazards

to the public health.

provide the homeowner with a copltbe information reported. Notwithstanding the foregoing, for
Alternative Onsite Sewage Systems (AOSSSs), in lieu of the requiyedrSpumpout, the owner

may submit documentation, certified by an individual who is licensed or certified under Chapter 23

(8 54.12300 etseq) of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia as being qualified to operate, monitor,

and maintain an AOSS, that the system has been inspected, is functioning properly, and the tank
does not need to be pumped out.

Section8.2.9 Solid Waste Management

All subdivisions with lots greater than 5 must contain proper facilities for the management of solid
waste including recycling in accordance with the following:

A. Residential developments with single family homes may manage sdtd Wimough a
curbside collection service.

B. Developments without regular curbside collection shall have solid waste collection
containers within enclosurdisat are periodically serviced to remove debris in the trash
containersEnclosures should be madedorablematerial in accordance the Virginia
Department of Environmental Quality Standards.

C. Solid Waste Storage Facilities shall be located in the following manner:

1. Convenient to portions of the development where solid waste is generated.
2. Setback from adjoining property and adjoining structures in accordance with the Zoning

Ordinance.

Accessible for trash collection trucks.

4. Solid Waste storage may be placed near building service entrances or loading docks, but

may not be placed in anyea used for parking or loading requirements.

5. In apartment or condominium complexes with centralized waste storage, containers

should be located in an area which is convenient to each grouping of ten (10) to fifteen
(15) units or be located in a large ersdd facility at the entrance to the development.
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6. Solid Waste facilities shall be located in a manner such that internal traffic circulation at
the site is not impeded during servicing of containers.

Large Lot Subdivisions with greater than 5 lots andinimum lots size of 3 acres or greater are
exempt from the Solid Waste Management requirement.

Sedion 8.210. Fire Protedion

A. Fire Hydrants. Where public water is available, the developer/subdivicer shall
instl fire hydrants. The lacaion and number of fire hydrants shall compy with
Countyregulations.

Sedion 8.2.11. Streds

Any and all streds that are not constucted to med the standards necessary for inclusionin
the system of State highways will be privately maintained and will not be éligible for
acceptance into the system of State highways unless improved to current Virginia
Department of Transpatation standards, with funds other than those appropriated by the
Generd Assembly and alocaed by the Commonwvedth Transpatation Board.

A. General Standards. The following general standards of design shall apply to both
private steds and streds which the developer/subdivider plans to petition the

Virginia Department of Transpatation to accept into the State Hecondary road system,
for maintenance.

(1) Strea Alignment. Where pradical, propo®d steds shall align with platted or
existing streds.

(2) Strea Angle. The angle of intersedion between streds shall be as closeto aright
angle (90 degrees) as possibg, and in no caselessthan seventy-five (75) degrees,
unless approved by the Commissionor Agent for spedfic reasons ofcontour,
terrain, ormatching of existing patterns.

(3) Strea Layout. The street layout shall be designed to create desirable building
sites while respecting existing topography and shorelines, avoiding impact on
wetlands, minimizing street grades, avoiding excessive cuts and fills, and

preserving trees, all to the maximum extent feasible for a reasonable economic use
of the land.

B. Streda Names. All streds within a proposd subdivision shell be named. Streds
which are obvioudy in alignment with other already existing and ramed streets shall
bear the names of the existing streds. In no case shell a sted name be used more
than once within Surry Countynor duplcae the name of an existing sted (irrespedive
of the useof the sufix stred, avenue, boulevard, drive, way, place, lane, or court).
Stred names must be approved by the Agent. Names of existing streds shall not be
changed except by approval of the Agent.

Street SignsAll street signs shall be both located and made of a material clearly visible
by day and by night. The subdivider shall fund the fabrication and installation of street
signs showing the names sifreets at intersections in the subdivisiohll street signs

shall conform to the design specifications approved by the Agent at the time of the
construction plan approval.

Streetlighting. Streetlightingshall be provided and installed in residentiavelopments

ard approved through the construction plan/final plat review process. All installation
cost shall be the responsibility of the subdivider. The subdivider shall provide full
payment to the county of all installation charges estimated by the utility company as well
as administrative and ancillary charges included and enumerated.

Construwction Standards for Private Streds. Ead private street shall have a sted
width of not less than fifty (50) fed. For gravel roads, the average grade slall not
excedl fifteen percent (15%) and the maximum grade pemitted on any section of an
unpaved (not surface treaed) private street shell be twenty percent (20%). Drainage
shell beacamplished in accordance with an gproved plan submited to the County and
which follows theCourntyd &rosionand Sedimentation Control Standards All culverts
shall be constucted to VDOT standards. All bridges shall be designed by an engineer
and med the standards and sgedficaionsfor their intended ue.

Private streds serving three through fifteen (3-15) lots shall consistof a
minimum width of sixteen (16) feet of sufaced roadway with shoulders
constucted. Theroad suface shall consist of a minimum of six
(6) inches of compaded crushed aggregate.

Class 2. Private streets sewving sixteen(16) or more lots, any of which is five (5)
acres or less, shall be builtto VDOTG Standard Category | crosssedion,
and shall consistof a minimum width of eighteen (18) feet of sufaced
roadway with shoulcers constucted to VDOT standards on both sides
of the roadway. Theroad aurface shall consist ofa minimum of CBR 10
subgade with six (6) inches of compaded aggregate #21or #21A with
prime and double gd suface reatment

Class 3. Where lot size is greder than five (5) acres, road spedficaions slall
conform toClass 1,above.

Streds to be Dedicated for PublicUse. All streds that are to be dedicated to public

use shll be constucted in acwordance with the séndards of the Virginia
Department of Transpatation.

Sidewalks, Curbs, and Gutters. All planned sidewalks, curbs, and gutters stall be
built to thestandards ofthe Virginia Department of Transpatation.
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F. Cul-desacs. Cul-desacs shall be constructed according to the Virginia Department of
Transportation standards.

G. Alleys. An dley with a right-of-way of not lessthan twenty (20) fed may be povided
in the rea of commeraa and industia properties. No dead-end aleys of any kind
shell be alowed.

H. Reserved Strips.Reserved or spite strips restricting accessto streds or alleys shall not
be permitted, provided that nothing heran shall prohibit aress of scenic planting and
landscgping where adequate access is otlerwise avail able.

Residential Entranceto Public Road. Whenever a proposd subdivisionhas three
or more lots adjacent to a public road, except for a multi-lane divided highway,
the approving agent and/or Planning Commissionmay require a shared driveway
between the lots instead of ead lot having its own separéae entrance.

Sewice Drives. Whenever a proposedsubdivisioncontainsor is adjacent to a
multi-laned divided highway, provisions shall be made for a sewice drive
approximately parallel to such highway to serve the lotsadjacent thergo. The area
between the ®vice dive and the dvided highway right-of-way shal be suficient
to provide for scenic planting and screening, except where impradica by reason

of topagraphy.

Where the subdivision abuts or contains an arterial primary road or a collector road
as designated on approved plans of the Land DevelopmenbP&urry County
and the regulations of the Subdivision Ordinance of Surry County, the Agent shall
require that measures be taken to reduce the impact of private driveways, local
roads and streets on the safety and ability to not impede public emergendgsvehic
and to reduce the impact of heavy traffic on the residential lots abutting or fronting
upon such thoroughfare and to afford separation of through and local traffic,
through one of the following means:

In order to minimize adverse
environmental impacts of development, reduce the need for new driveway cuts, and
provide access to developable land which is otherwise inaccessible due to topographic
conditions, the Commission may allow or may require the construction of common or
shareddriveways designed to serve two (2) but no more than 4ivbuilding lotsunless
otherwise approved by AgenThe following requirements shall apply to all shared
driveways:

The design for all shared driveways shall be on the grading plan of the construction
plans, together withurnaroundand required utilities, and shall be included in the
completion bond fothe project.

Transportation's specifications.

When lots in a subdvision abut one side of any sted
within the Virginia Department of Transpatationé system of secondary streds having
less than twenty-five (25) fed of right-of-way, measued from the centerline of the
stred to the subdvision property line, the developer/subdivicer shell dedicae to the
Commonwvedth of Virginia enough land to extend the right-of-way bourdary to
twenty-five (25) fed measured from the centerline of the sted. The
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developer/subdivicer shell not beresponsiblefor any grading or surface treatment of the
dedicaed area.

Permarent Monuments. Pemanent monunents shall be placel by the
developer/subdivicer in the ground at al corners, angle points and curvatures in the
right-of-way lines of all streds; and at al lot corners within the subdivision. If
placement of monurnents at the abovementioned pointsis impossiblebecaise of the
topography, reference monunents nmay be set where appropriate.  Monuments shall be
constucted of stable material notless than four (4) inches square or four (4) inches in
diameter and at least thirty (30) inches long; or monunents may be iron or sted pipe
not less than one-half (1/2) inch nor mae than one (1) inch in diameter and at least
twenty-four (24) inches long. When rock is encountered a hole may bedrill ed four (4)
inches ce in the rock into which shall be cemented a sed rod one-half (1/2) inchin
diameter, the top of which shell be flush with the finished grade line; or a reference
monunent may be set at an appropriate point.

Lot Siz  Minimum lot sizes for residential lots shall conform to the Surry County
Zoning Ordinance in effed at thetime of thefiling of the preliminary plat.

Lot Shag. The lot arrangement, design, and shape shall be such that lots will provide
satisfactory and desirable sites for buildings, and be propeily related to topagraphy, and
conform to the requirements of this Ordinance. No more than fifteen percent (15%) of
the total numler of lots within a subdivision shll have oddsheped elongations for the
purpose of providing the minmum area required by the Surry Courty Zoning Ordinance, or
for the purpose of providing individual lot access to Steets.

Lot Location. Every subdivision lot slal front onastred.

Corner Lots. Corner lots shall have suficient width for maintenance of any required
building stback line on both steds as set forth in the Surry County Zoning Ordinance

Lots Fronting on Private Streds. Any lot fronting on a private stred shall enter ontothe
private stred, and shell have noimmediate aacessto any public stred.

Remnantsor Outlots No subdivisionshall have a lot remnant or outlot which islessin size
than the minimumpemitted under the Surry Courty Zoning Qdinance unless sih lot is
reserved as open spae as cefined herein.

Sedion 8.2.13 Blocks

Width. Blocks shell be wide enough to allow two tiers of lots of minimum depth
fronting on all streds unless prevented by topographical conditionsor size of the property
in which casethe Agent may approve a single tier of lots of minimumdepth. Double
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frontage or reversed frontage lotsshall not be pemitted except where essential to provide
separdion of residentia development from steets or to overcome the disadvantage of

topography.

B. Orientation.Where a proposd subdivisionwill adjoin a major highway, blocks shall be
oriented to minimize the numbr of accesspointsto the nmgjor highway.

Section8.2.14. Dimension Standards

Dimension standards and information on all lots, streets, alleys, easements, and shared driveways.
All linear, angular, and curvilinear dimensions of lots, streets, alleys, public easements and private
easements and shared driveways shall conform to the requirements set forth in 18 ¥8C 10
370(C). Curvilinear data shall include radius, central arayle,length, and tangent distances and

may be shown either directly on the corresponding boundary or surveyed line or in table form.
